ACTION:   David Caldwell will review directives and policies to ensure NWS follows established policies regarding new/changes to product/services, and he will carefully review any request for waivers to shorten review time line.  
ACTION:  David Caldwell will work to reestablish quarterly contact with the Partners to share ideas and information.  (Team already conducts virtual partners meetings, could combine effort to meet goals.) 
ACTION:  Jason Tuell will look into providing graphic images for aviation products similar to the volcanic ash advisory graphical product the UK has developed. 

ACTION:  Ed Johnson and David Caldwell do more research to come up with a standard definition of “core partners”.  Who are our core partners?
ACTION:  Ed Johnson will move forward to prepare an official draft NWS position on NWS/Partner role in wireless weather services.

ACTION: Ed Johnson will work to provide a summary of the NWS Forum on Wireless Weather Services and answers to questions posed by attendees of the Forum which were not addressed during discussions.  These are largely technical questions related to how the weather enterprise can best serve the need of NWS core partners and the general public/national economy, and how NWS can address service provider needs to support development of comprehensive wireless weather services.
Action:  Michelle Hawkins will follow up to see 1) when the 30-year normals will be available to the private sector and 2) why the 30-year normals are anchored to the middle of each month.
